For guests who prefer to dine in the privacy of their room, the in-room dining menu will feature a 

three-course set dinner for the occasion, including a choice of Barolo wine sous vide beef cheek or 

Temasek sea bass for the main course. 

 

The Valentine's Day 3-course in-room dining set dinner will be served on 13 and 14 February 2022, priced at 

S$156* per couple. 

 

Couples at The Fullerton Bay Hotel Singapore can dine beneath the iconic arches of The Clifford 

Pier, with a four-course dinner that includes Tiradito, cognac-perfumed shellfish bisque, 24-hour 

braised Wagyu beef cheek and more. A historic meeting point that once witnessed numerous arrivals 

and departures by ship, Clifford Pier bears cherished memories of reunions and fond sentiments.

mini éclair with soya ikura and red Mizuna micro cress; egg 

mayonnaise on tomato herb bread with chicken floss and tobiko; 

and classic telegraph cucumber sandwich with strawberry cream 

cheese.  

 

For dessert, Executive Pastry Chef Siddharth Prahbhu presents an 

enticing repertoire of rose-hued treats: hazelnut moelleux au 

chocolat with wildberry gel; raspberry almond coconut lamington; 

strawberry mascarpone lychee tart; Morello cherry Guanaja chiffon; 

pink grapefruit macaron; and a heart-shaped bandung praline.  

 

Staying true to the daily ritual, the three-tiered Afternoon Tea set is served with freshly baked classic 

scones and raisin scones, clotted cream and jam, and an array of premium teas.
